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Travel Can Affect Your I-20 Program End Date!

One important thing students don’t think about is how a trip back home can affect their I-20
Program End Date. Students are allowed to take a semester/quarter off and return back home to
visit their families. But one question you need to ask yourself is if you take the semester/quarter
off will you be able to complete your program by the Program End Date listed on your 1-20?
Program Extensions should only be given for “compelling medical or academic reasons”. Having
your 1-20 extended because you have taken a semester/quarter off to go home is not a valid
reason for an extension. If taking a semester/quarter off to go home causes you to have to extend
your program you should reschedule your visit for when you are on an official break. If you can still
complete your program on time while taking a semester/quarter off to go home then there will be
no problem with your travels.
