Chennai is a 369 year old city that is a hub for small automotive vehicles and information 
technology. It is a city of rapid growth with over 7 million people. Foreign corporations are 
flocking to set up business in and around Chennai.  
 
People below the age of 18 need to be accompanied by a responsible adult. Each 
responsible adult can be in charge of up to 6 minors. We will visit Chennai, 
Mamallapuram, Kanchipuram, Sriperumbudur and other nearby cities, towns, and 
villages. We will visit businesses, educational institutions, governmental agencies and also 
places of tourist interest.  
 
Travel is by air conditioned vehicles. Accommodations are air conditioned.

Optional undergraduate and graduate course credit is available at additional cost. The 
University of Findlay has supported student opportunity for the India Study Abroad 
program by providing around $750 discount (in 2008) and $930 (in 2009) for an approved 
3-credit-hour course taken together with this program. The University and its colleges have 
other funding opportunities too.   
 

 
 
Participants receive a WISH LIST FORM to let the organizers know what they would like 
to do on the trip. While every effort is made to fulfill wishes and include activities for the 
same in the program, there is no guarantee that all wishes can be fulfilled. Internet access is 
available, but participants have to pay for it. It can cost around $10 per day for internet 
access. Out of pocket expenses for any uncovered meals etc. was less than $50 per person 
for the whole trip in 2008. You are responsible to have a passport and a visa for visiting 
India. The total cost of a passport and a visa is around $200. The price for the program 
includes breakfast and dinner on weekdays. You will have to pay for admission charges 
and fees for photography and videography at some places. The total for admission charges 
and photography and videography fees would be around $25. 
 



 
 
PRICE (All rates are tentative and can go up at any time without prior intimation until you 
sign up with a deposit of $500) for 2010 Program only without airfare as on April 30, 2009: 
$1,850 for signing up by September 30, 2009. Roundtrip airfare from Detroit, USA to 
Chennai, India paid by participants so far (April 30, 2009) in 2009 ranged from $1,595 to 
$1,770. Installment plans for program only are available for those who enroll before 
January 31, 2010.
