As of January 2012

New major, minor, certificate, and/or degree
is proposed by a faculty member, program
director, department chair, college dean
and/or academic administrator

New major, minor, certificate, and/or degree
is approved by the college’s curriculum
committee (only required by colleges with a
curriculum committee)

New major, minor, certificate, and/or degree
is approved by the Faculty Senate or Graduate
Council Curriculum Committee
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A Letter of Intent is sent to the Ohio Board

of Regents (OBR) outlining the new major,

minor, certificate, and/or degree. Note the
University’s Board of Trustees must
approve the addition of new majors,

minors, and/or degrees.
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The Higher Learning Commission will need
to approve any new degrees once OBR has
approved. The Higher Learning Commission
may require a site visit depending on the
nature of the request. The program will
work with the Office of Academic Affairs to

determine the HLC requirements.
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New major, minor, certificate, and/or degree
is approved by the program in which it is to be
housed

New major, minor, certificate, and/or degree
is approved by the appropriate college

New major, minor, certificate, and/or degree
is approved by the Faculty Senate or Graduate
Council
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The Ohio Board of Regents determines if a
site visit will be required. If required,
additional documentation will need to be
compiled by the requesting program along
with assistance from the Office of Academic
Affairs. OBR may approve without a site

visit.
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NOTE
New certificates will require notification to
the U.S. Department of Education (USDE).
The program will work with the Office of
Academic Affairs along with the Office of
Financial Aid in order to remain in
compliance with the USDE.
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
