Course Description :   

This objective of this course is to introduce you to the poetry (sonnets and plays) of William Shakespeare within a literary, social, historical context.  You will have the opportunity this semester to: read and analyze the texts, memorize and recite, and work on papers and special projects.  
  
If you ever have questions about the course materials, feel free to visit me in my office hours or e-mail me. We should be able to cover all of your questions in class, but there are times when we won't be able to do so. Remember that it is much, much better to speak to me about anything that is confusing to you before a test is given or a paper is due than to wait until after the assignment is graded. 

 Relationship to the Conceptual Framework : 

This course fits into the University of Findlay mission by providing you with the opportunity to engage in analysis and discussion of a variety of well-known canonical literature which encompass topics of timeless interest and impact on, among others, your moral, social, and economic worldviews.  These discussions should introduce you to the variety of voices on these current issues both in our class and worldwide.

Course Objectives : 

Class will be split between lecture, class discussion and collaboration.  I will usually lecture more at the beginning of each unit (sonnets or plays) and give background lectures where historical context is necessary for a fuller understanding of the texts.  Class discussion and collaboration, among other activities, will be used to illuminate the various lenses through which each literary work may be analyzed. 

By the end of this course you should be able to : 

1. critically read and think about texts 
2. analyze texts in the genres of poetry and drama. 
3. understand the historical, social, etc. contexts of literature. 
4. understand various research methods which can help to support your views about texts
5. craft well-organized essays which are free of mechanical errors 
6. correctly use the Modern Language Association MLA documentation style 

7. use a variety of multi-media techniques to learn and to communicate with your peers and instructor. 

Required Textbooks : 

Riverside Shakespeare

Instructional strategies : 

Debate, discovery/independent research, discussion/questioning, group presentation, lecture, library and internet research, problem solving, reading assignments, video/audio, among others. 

  
Methods of assessment : 

The following methods of assessment are among those used in the course: 

Attendance, exams, group projects, homework assignments, internet research, oral/written review of literature, participation, quizzes, research project, other.

Course Policies and Practices : 

"Attendance" means being present, on time, and prepared for the entire class period. If you need to miss a class, please send me an e-mail or let me know in advance the day that you will be missing. If there are any changes to the syllabus or extra assignments for that day, I can then pass this information along to you. 

Tardiness is disruptive and wastes time. If you are tardy to class, I will not repeat concepts or assignments for you, though you will still be responsible for this material. I will generally shut the door when class begins or a few minutes after the beginning of class time. If you come in after the door is shut, you are tardy.  If you are absent or tardy, you are still responsible for class work due or assigned during your absence. 

Participation : 

In a small class such as this, participation from each of the class members is very important. Much of the participation derives from being in class, on time, and ready to engage in the course material. You also should have questions, topics to discuss, etc. about the assignments for each class period. Coming to class ready to work and engage in the material can only help you, so if you have questions, concerns, etc. bring them up in class. It is only failure to attend class and/or not engage with the course material that will adversely affect your grade. For full credit for participation, you should be contributing AT LEAST ONCE during each class. 
Late Work: 

I understand that sometimes you cannot be in class on a day that an assignment is due. If you know that you will be missing a class day during which an assignment is due, you need to make arrangements with me to turn in the assignment early. Depending on the assignment, you may be able to turn in a paper copy or send the assignment via Blackboard's digital drop box.  If you send the document via the drop box, you must notify me that you have done so. 

Unless you have contacted me and we have made previous arrangements, I do not accept any late work.  If you are late to a class or are absent during a class during which an in-class writing or quiz was given, you will not be able to make up the in-class work. 

 Plagiarism : 

In general, plagiarism is presenting anther person's work as your own. Of course, it is somewhat more complicated, and we will discuss this in class. Plagiarism is serious, and I take it seriously. Be aware that I will not tolerate plagiarism and will fail an assignment that is plagiarized. You will not be given the opportunity to make up the assignment. Depending on the severity of the plagiarism, you also may be failed for the course. If you have questions or concerns about plagiarism, please see me. 

Cell phones: 

Cell phones are great normally, but in class their ringing is annoying and disruptive.  Please be sure to turn off cell phones before you come into class. 

 Inclement Weather : 

If class needs to be cancelled due to inclement weather, an alternative assignment including chat in Blackboard may be held.  Please familiarize yourself  with the Blackboard chat feature. If you are not sure how to work chat, please let me know and I can show you how it works. 

E-Mail : 

If you need to get in touch with me, it is best to send me an e-mail rather than call me on the phone.  I check email daily during the work week and should get back to you on the day your email is sent or within 24 hours.  Please note that I teach several night classes, so likely will not get an email if it is sent after 5pm.  Also, please be aware that I do not check e-mail on Saturday or Sunday.
