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Anytime there are new rules and regulations, there is bound to be some con-
fusion. Let me take a moment to clarify some misunderstandings concerning 
the new OPT regulations. 

90 Days of Unemployment: A student can not be without employment for more than 90 days 
TOTAL during the 12 months of OPT authorization. If it take you 90 days to find employment 
then you must work for the remaining 9 months of your OPT period. The unemployment period 
begins on the start date listed on your OPT card. You MUST be employed with a job related to 
your field of study. 

Updating Student/Employer Information: Do not email me your updates. Update this informa-
tion within ten days of ANY change by going to this link under F1 Students of our website.  Fail-
ure to do so could cost you your OPT and status. http://www.findlay.edu/admissions/info/

OPT Extension: Only grad students in Environmental Health and undergrad students in Com-
puter Science, Mathematics, Chemistry and Biology. 

E-Verify : Only students applying for an OPT Extension need an E Verify employer.
