Opened in 1955, Myers Residence Hall for men was the first 
modern residence hall built on campus. It was named in honor 
of Levi M. Myers of Dillsburg, Pa., and his late wife, May. Mr. 
Myers was a member of the Mt. Pleasant (Pa.) Church of God, 
and he was a fruit farmer, who at one time served in the Penn-
sylvania legislature. He contributed $50,000 toward the $300,
000 cost of the building. The remainder of the funds were bor-
rowed through a loan from the Federal Housing and Home 
Finance Administration.
