Large and small hos-
pital systems, as well as
retail and commu-
nity  pharmacies
participate in the
unique Hub Site
model that allows
sixth year students
to remain in one
geographic location
for the entire nine

months of rota-
tions, if desired.
The various hubs

also offer opportu-
nities in different
electives and spe-
cial populations.
Beyond the net-
works of the hub site
model, several stu-
dents will also com-
plete elective experiences

outside of the state of
Ohio in Alaska, Maine,
Indiana, North Dakota,

West Virginia, Pennsylvania
and California.

When a student is
assigned to a rotation with
a preceptor, an evaluation
is also attached to the stu-
dents profile. The precep-
tor can go online and sim-
ply click on the mid-point
or final evaluation, and
submit a grade. This proc-
ess has generated a very
positive response from
preceptors and students.

Hub site
coordinators may also serve
by precepting students.
