Traditional Doctorate of Physical Therapy Program

Admissions Options


There are two options available for admission into the Traditional Doctorate of Physical Therapy Program at The University of Findlay; direct freshman admission and an application process.  
OPTION 1:  Freshman Admission
Incoming freshman with strong high school grade point averages (3.5 on a 4.0 scale) and ACT (26) or SAT (1170-1200 old SAT, or 1760 new SAT) scores may be eligible for freshman entry into the traditional DPT program.  A complete application to The University of Findlay must be received by December 1 to be considered for the freshman admission option.  Please note that this admission option can be quite competitive.  A number of factors are considered for admission; some of those criteria are: 
· ACT or SAT scores

· High school GPA

· Extracurricular activities

· Service activities 
· Writing ability and 

· Experience with physical therapy and or individuals with disabilities
· AP or post secondary coursework (may also be considered)
Decisions will be made by January 15.  Once an offer of admission is made under the freshman admission option, a non-refundable deposit of $150.00 will need to be received to hold your seat in the program.  The physical therapy program will limit the number of available freshman admission seats in order to permit admission of students by application.  The proposed limit is no more than one half the maximal class capacity.  The physical therapy program reserves the right to make program and admission changes without prior notice.
Students who are offered acceptance as freshman are guaranteed a position in the professional phase of the physical therapy program as long as they continue to meet the following program admission criteria:
· Maintain a college GPA of 3.0 each semester

· Minimum science GPA of 3.0 (includes Anatomy and Physiology I & II; Physics I & II; Chemistry I & II; Kinesiology; Exercise Physiology, and Statistics)

· Complete a total of 100 hours of observation in two different physical therapy settings (a minimum of 20 hours must be completed at a site for those hours to be counted) by November 1 of their junior year
· Complete two recommendation forms – one from a physical therapist, the other from a college educator

· Completion of all University general education requirements, program prerequisites, and competencies with a grade of “C” or better
· Complete and report the GRE quantative, verbal, and writing scores by November 1 of their junior year
Note: 19 semester hours (with a GPA of 3.0 or better) in the sciences and the required observation hours must be completed by November 15 of the year prior to planned matriculation into the professional phase of the physical therapy program.  Recommendation forms must be on file with the Academic Advisor at this time.
Students that are not able to maintain a semester GPA of 3.0 or greater will lose the freshman admission seat.  In the above case, students must apply to the program in their junior year and meet all the requirements outlined in option two in addition to those specified in the application packet if they wish to be considered for admission into the physical therapy program.  Students that do not have a science GPA of a 3.0 on a 4.0 scale at the end of the Fall term of their junior year (or the fall prior to enrollment) will not be admitted.  There is no special consideration given for students applying to the program beyond that acknowledged for The University of Findlay Students.  Any student granted a freshman admission seat that plans to enter the program earlier than the fall term of their senior year must complete an application.  The freshman admission seat is not guaranteed for any term except the original term granted.  All admission decisions into the physical therapy program are final.
OPTION 2:  Junior Admission/Bachelor’s Degree Admission
Students who do not meet the requirements identified in option one, change majors, or transfer to The University of Findlay may apply for admission to the professional program after July 1 of the year prior to planned matriculation (typically the Junior year).  Only current students at The University of Findlay may apply the fall of their junior year.   Students applying from other universities must be within one year of completing their bachelor’s degree.  Applications are available through the web based PTCAS.  The link to this service is available on the UF PT webpage.  The deadline for application is November 15 and we strongly encourage you to apply well before this deadline in order to ensure all your application materials are received on time.  All complete applications will be considered for review.  Admission into the physical therapy program is based on a complete application, seat availability and the following criteria:  
· Minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0

· Minimum science GPA of 3.0 (includes Anatomy and Physiology I & II; Physics I & II; Chemistry I & II; Kinesiology; Exercise Physiology, and Statistics); 5 science courses must be completed at the time of application for UF students.  Beginning Fall 2009, transfer students must have completed 6 of 9 science prerequisites prior to the end of Fall Semester 2010.
· Complete a total of 100 hours of observation in two different physical therapy settings (a minimum of 20 hours must be completed at a site for those hours to be counted)-must be completed at time of application
· Complete two recommendation forms – one from a physical therapist, the other from a college educator

· Completion of all University general education requirements, program prerequisites, and competencies with a grade of “C” or better  
· Complete the GRE quantitative, verbal, and writing exams- required for application Fall 2011 or later.
Note:  For students who already possess a bachelor’s degree, the University general education requirements, Introduction to the Health Professions, and the University competencies are waived.  The physical therapy program reserves the right to make program and admission changes without prior notice.
Qualified applicants will be notified of the admissions decision by early March.
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
