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What You Need to Know to Travel 

With the holidays and breaks coming up be sure you are ready to travel. Here’s what you need to 
know. 

· Make sure you have a current signature on page three of your I-20. If you need your I-20 to be signed for travel 
you must be registered full time for the session in which you are returning. If you are coming back for a new      
session, you need to get registered for that session. If registration is not yet open see if you can get a “paper regis-
tration” from your advisor or you will need to register for classes by email from your home country.                   
Once registered, send us your I-20, we will sign it and send it back to you. 

· Fill out the travel forms in our office and bring us a copy of your flight ticket. 

· If you are on OPT make sure you have your OPT I-20, your EAD card and a letter from your employer stating you 
are returning back to work after your break.
