As many of you know, the government has changed the OPT regulations
considerably. Some of the changes affect everyone and some only affect
students in certain programs. Some highlights are: students now have more
time to apply for OPT, students with an approved H1B and who are caught in
the “gap” between OPT ending and the start of their H1B in October will have an automatic ex-
tension allowing them to continue to work until their H1B starts Oct. 1st, and students in certain
programs like Environmental Health can extend their OPT from12 months to 29 months. Please
check your Findlay email for more information regarding this. | will keep you updated as | find
out more information.
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
