Homecoming weekend is busy for
most college students, but it’s just as
hectic for alumni.

There
are many different kinds of artwork in
Mazza, including pencil drawings, wa-
tercolors, photographs and wood
blocks.  Some of the art is childlike, and
other pieces look realistic.  Each work
has beside it a small description along
with the storybook for which the art
was created.

Terry J. Olthouse works at Mazza
and claims that the greatest thing about
Mazza is “the volunteer program.”

Olthouse said. “Now anyone can come
and learn.”

Your residence is the place to which, whenever you are

absent, you have the intent to return. Leaving for temporary
purposes, such as military service or school attendance,
doesn’t result in a change of residence for voting purposes,
unless you register in the area you are currently residing.

I am responding to the recent
editorial by Dr. Jason Slone
(Sept. 23). I do this not to argue
the merits of the Bush
administration’s policies, which
even in my earlier article (Sept.
16) I stated was not my purpose.
I simply want to clarify, and, for
the benefit of students interested
in basic logic, to point out that I
did not commit the logical errors
Slone charges.

• Slone states I defined a lie “in
a manner favorable to [my] own
arguments.” No, I used the ordi-
nary definition of lie, which surely
includes the notion of intent.

• Slone states “Smith justi-
fies the increase in the size of the
federal government . . .” Not at
all. I didn’t attempt to justify any
government policy. I just ex-
plained why increases in the size
of government do not make
President Bush a liar.

• Slone states “Smith em-
ploys the post-invasion rational-

ization for pre-emption . . .”
False again. I did not “rational-
ize” (which means give an ex-
cuse for) anything; and nowhere
in my article did I say I defended
preemptive war.

• Slone dismisses my com-
ments about him voting “any-
body-but-Bush” as a red herring.
Yet it was Slone himself in his
previous editorial (Sept. 2) who
exhorted his readers to vote
ABB. So my comment not only
was relevant but was right on
target when I stated the obvious,
namely, that the ABB rationale
is not a compelling endorsement
of Kerry—and it isn’t! No red
herring. No logical fallacy.

• Finally, Slone states that I
committed “a grave sin of phi-
losophy, making an ad hominem
argument that attacked the
personhood of Dr. Singer.” A
careful reading of what I stated
makes it clear that this, too, is
false. Slone had attempted to bol-
ster his own argument that Bush
is a liar by invoking the name of

Peter Singer, whom he referred
to as a “professional ethicist (at
Princeton, no less).” Without giv-
ing any of Singer’s arguments,
Slone implied that because
Singer (“a professional ethicist”)
agrees with him about Bush be-
ing a liar, it must be so. In retort,
I brought attention to a basic
principle of introductory logic,
namely, that arguments from au-
thority carry no weight when the
views of the purported authority
are at odds with those of other
experts in the field. I wanted
readers to understand that Peter
Singer’s views on many ethical
issues are radical and controver-
sial to the extreme, which means
Slone cannot legitimately use
him as an authority to defend his
own claims. In short, there is no
ad hominem fallacy.

Let this be the end of the dis-
cussion between Dr. Slone and
myself. For others who choose
to pursue the Bush-Kerry de-
bate, The Pulse can be a great
forum to do so.

Hoping to clear his late
father’s name, in Glen Onley’s
“Sunset,” Everett sets
out on a long journey
to find Wiley Stuart,
the man he believes is
guilty, in this western
novel.

Everett, coming
of age throughout

Surviving on his own as a stable
hand upon the direction of
Deputy Marshal Bass Reeves,
Everett awaits his fateful meet-
ing with Stuart.  Everett eventu-
ally finds himself retreating to
New Mexico as the result of two
missed opportunities.  Leaving
his fiancé behind, Everett trav-
els west in search of safety from
two men who want him dead,
and a way to retrieve what he
lost.

Meeting thieves, miners,
and various types of thugs,

Everett wants nothing but to cor-
rect his failures.  Onley creates
a character willing to do any-
thing to keep what rightfully
should be his.

The author also
incorporates some
sequences reminis-
cent of various old
western movies, al-
though the gun-
fights sometimes
seem redundant.
Other than the re-
curring fights,

“Sunset” contains an equal
amount of dialogue and action.
This western, much along the
order of Louis L’Amour, is in-
teresting to the last page.

“Sunset,” sometimes billed
as a historical western or a clas-
sic western, will leave readers on
their seats through the page-
turning, tear-jurking action.
Glen Onley, author of many
other westerns, again leads read-
ers down an interesting and in-
formative path to the West.

Former UF Coach Richard
(Dick) M. Strahm was recently in-
ducted into the College Hall of
Fame, one of the most prestigious
honors for a coach.  Over Home-
coming weekend, the University
of Findlay celebrated  Strahm’s
award with a dinner and get-to-
gether of past football players.

The night included a special
video about Strahm and procla-
mations from the city of Findlay,
state of Ohio and Congress.
Strahm spoke about his coaching
experiences and what they meant
to him.

Dan Manley, a friend of
Strahm and member of the UF
Board of Trustees, said about the
event, “It’s reminiscing about
what the coach has meant to his
players, family, friends and the
University.”

Many former UF Oilers foot-
ball players attended. Jim
McCintosh, a former UF football
assistant coach, had high regards
for Strahm and what he brought
to the UF football program.

“I was with him for 27 years
and I retired with him,”
McCintosh said.  “He had a great
impact on my family.  My son
played (football) for him.  My
daughter also went to the Univer-
sity of Findlay because of him.  He
also had a huge impact on my life
as well.  This is why we’re cel-
ebrating tonight in honor of him.”

Strahm, who coached hun-
dreds of athletes over his lifetime,
loved coaching. He talked about
what he missed most.

“I would say the ball players.
The fun we used to have on and
off the field,” Strahm said. “The
locker room was always a great
atmosphere and a tough one when
we got down to business (with up-
coming games).  Also, the asso-
ciation with the coaching staff.  I
miss that a lot as well.”

Many former players thought
of Strahm as more than a coach--

The Oilers football team fell
short in a courageous battle against
rival Northwood on Saturday dur-
ing Homecoming weekend.  They
lost 38-31 in a thrilling game that
saw both sides battle for victory un-
til the very last seconds.

The Timberwolves scored first
on a field goal that gave them the
lead 3-0 early in the first quarter.
However, the Oilers were able to
strike right back with a 40-yard
touchdown run by Mike Simpson,
giving them the lead 7-3.  Unfortu-
nately, it was short-lived.

Northwood was able to score
two touchdowns consecutively by

Michael Simpson, junior, football, rushed for a career high
244 yards on 39 carries in the Oilers 31-24 loss to Northwood
on Homecoming. Simpson’s rushing total was the fourth best
of all-time at Findlay and his 39 carries was one short of setting
a record for most carries in a game. Simpson also scored three
touchdowns on the day, the most for a Findlay running back
since Robert Campbell racked up three scores against Hillsdale
during the 2002 season.

Erin Puthoff, sophomore, volleyball, led the Oilers to a 2-0
record on the week after totaling eight kills and 16 digs in the
win over Gannon and then 18 kills and 13 digs in the win over
Mercyhurst. The Oilers were 0-3 in the GLIAC and Puthoff led
them to two, key wins to get them back in the race for their fifth
straight conference championship.

the end of the first quarter giving
them a 17–7 lead.

The second quarter brought new
life to the Oilers offense.  They con-
verted on a field goal by kicker Jeff
Pax, cutting  the deficit to 17-10.

Northwood scored a touchdown
on a long pass to make it 24-10.

A key play that changed the mo-
mentum in the second quarter was
an interception by senior defensive
back Harry Garland.

Before half time, Simpson was
able to make another touchdown run
to make it 24-17.  The UF Oilers
were still in this game.

The third quarter saw the Oilers
offense picking it up and feeding off
the pumped-crowd. Northwood

fumbled on a bad handoff by their
quarterback, which was recovered
by the UF Oilers defense.

Simpson, who had already
scored two touchdowns on the day,
added another on a 12-yard run to
the end-zone.  The score was now
tied 24-24 with the Oilers trying to
take over the ball game.

They had a chance to take the
lead for the first time in the gme, but
fell short on a field goal opportu-
nity.  Late in the third quarter,
Northwood was able to score an-
other touchdown on a run by their
running back, making it 31-24.

With the score so close, the
fourth quarter was full of suspense.
The Oilers offense had a few big op-

portunities to take the lead, but had
some costly errors.  The first being
an interception inside Northwood’s
20 yard line and the second a UF
fumble on 4-and-1 that was recov-
ered by the Timberwolves.

Late in it, UF defensive line-
backer, Nick Notario, made a huge
stop to force Northwood to punt the
ball.  This stop gave UF hope of one
last offensive drive that could result
in a touchdown to push the game
into overtime.

With less than 4 minutes left, UF
senior quarterback, Kevin Crooks,

was able to push the offense through
a lot of gutsy plays that kept the Oil-
ers drive alive until the very last sec-
onds.

The Oilers ran out of gas inside
Northwood’s 10-yard line with an
incomplete touchdown pass attempt
to senior wide receiver Andy Witker
in the end zone with time expiring.
The Timberwolves were able to pull
out a close victory 31-24.

I call him not only to see how he’s
doing, but also to find out what
he thinks about some decisions I
make in my life.”

Nathan Sprunger, who also
played fullback during his years

at UF, agreed that
Strahm was a down-
to-earth coach.  “He’s
a very good leader,”
Sprunger said. There
was never a dull mo-
ment...  ..a focused
coach that was also
extremely person-
able.”

How would he
like to be remem-
bered? Strahm re-

plied, “I guess I want them to re-
member I worked hard for UF.  I
did the right things and had good
people always around me.”

Strahm coached the Oilers
football team from 1975-1999,
taking UF to four national cham-
pionships. He graduated from the
University of Toledo with a
bachelor’s degree in education
and a master’s in administration.
