Mass COVID-19 Clinic

It's such a winning combination.”

An additional benefit of attending
camp is that seniors are given the
opportunity to interview for Findlay’s
unique Pharmacy Program which is

one of the few pharmacy programs
in the country that includes a direct-
entry pathway in the program from
high school.

Dr. Parker stated, “Year after year,
students tell us how much this camp
has helped them figure out what they
want to study when they finish high
school - and where they want to do
it!”
